· Welcome & Introductions

· Jerry and Sybil Lockwood (parents of Penny Brown)
· Deb Nichols shared apologies for Jerry and Sybil Lockwood not attending due to the inclement weather. 

· Laura Riley stated that when she spoke with Sybil Lockwood last she had been making notes of ideas, and will be attending a meeting in the future. Sybil Lockwood is in favor of renaming the trail; other family members do not want the trail renamed because they do not want the name tied to the trail due to the horrific nature of the tragedy. 
· Jerry and Sybil will attend the spring opening as will one of the Penny’s daughters. 

· Ann Marie Wright spoke with Joe Higgins who has worked on the Allegany River Trail; he has offered to help the project in any way with his expertise. He agreed that it may not be a good idea to rename the trail, because it would be a reminder of what happened and might keep people away.
· Deb Nichols responded that CHART needs to focus on reclamation rather than renaming, and that there is a critical need to be sensitive and respectful to everyone. 
· Updates from CHART Members

· Revised / Updated CAP + Supp RFA – Deb reported that existing ACHIEVE grantees were offered and applied for a supplemental RFA (due 1/5), focusing on Action Guides that would allow for up to $50,000 to focus on additional activities related to physical activity and social support for physical activity. Deb stated that she included in the proposal an option for local mini-grants; if someone/group has a great idea fitting our goals, there would be an opportunity for financial support. Mary Elizabeth Koch stated that the school has potential to partner with extra funds due to 21st Century funding opportunities. 
· Logo Contest – Lindsay Ball and Mary Elizabeth Koch reported that they met in December with Mary Haley, putting together a flyer that will be distributed to the Salamanca school district on January 12, 2009. The logo contest will end February 2nd. The committee will meet before the next CHART meeting to organize entrees into the top ten for CHART to vote on. Building level winners will each receive a $25 WM gift certificate and grand prize winner will receive a Nintendo© Wii. 
· Youth Tobacco Possession Ordinance Enforcement – Sandi stated that police officers have commandeered some tobacco products and that education is occurring. She stated that it will be interesting to see what happens when the Ice Rink opens, since it is identified as a park (w/YLAP – no smoking in public parks). Deb reported that Megan Taylor is no longer employed as a Tobacco Educator due to lack of funding. Sandi reported that there is a person replacing Tina Owens while she is on maternity leave and that information will be forwarded on. 
· Spring Activities: Pennsy Trail Reclamation – Deb reported that the CAP has been updated, and reminds everyone that it changes continuously. Revised copies were given to all members. 
· Fun Walk/Run -- Kick-off date has been set as May 9th, the day before Mother’s Day and the tenth anniversary of the tragedy.  It was decided that the Run/Walk should remain fun and not competitive. 
· Clean-Up / Maintenance – Ann Marie reported that Steve Jackson is looking into a Home Depot or Lowes grant. Mary Elizabeth Koch stated that those companies will come and do activities with children as well. Members present gave ideas for different groups that could help with clean up and activities including Participation in Government (PIG) classes, National Honor Society, Youth Bureau and Youth Court. Sharon Noecker reminded CHART that there is a Turn Off The TV week that could be used to tie into cleaning up the trail activities. 
· Fitness Stations – Ann Marie reported that the Twin Tiers Walking Club will be able to help out, specifically with any physical activities and with Fitness Stations. 

· Bike Patrols – Deb reported that it may be possible to do 50% match of funds for police officers to ensure that the trail is patrolled at certain times. Sandi reported that persons at the wellness center may want to help out, either by patrolling or adopting a portion of the trail. Funding has been designated to purchase lights, saddle bags, and bikes. Sandi shared that Smith and Wesson makes a police bike. 
· Group members suggested the idea of collaborating with the Limestone Youth Facility for a bike recycling program. CHART would also like to add benches to the trail, and possibly get 2-3 bike racks.  It was discussed about who might sponsor benches; Mr. Lapey suggested public service sponsorship. 
· Nature Points – Lindsay Ball will be at the next Garden Club meeting to discuss the ideas of what the club might do. Right now there are only four benches that they would work around. It was discussed to have them do something specifically on Earth Day/Week in April. Mr. Lapey reported that he has had conversations with the Roger Tory Peterson Institute in Jamestown which has offered services of interns and interpretative guides from their different programs. He suggested possibly organizing a lunch meeting to go over ideas. An informational flyer was shared with Deb . 
· Additional Action Items: 
· Kate O’Stricker reported that Spitfire will now be helping ACHIEVE CHARTs with media/marketing activities. 

· Ann Marie reminded members to keep track of any/all donations made to our reclamation activities so that those groups can be recognized properly.

· In reference to “doggy etiquette” program from CAP, Sandi mentioned that her youth have also requested to have a Pet CPR class (which is offered by local Red Cross).

· Mistine has researched costs of pedestrian/walking signs and will share at next mtg.

· Sharon Turano reported that SalamancaCARES will host Tom Talbot of the Genesee/Orleans Council on Alcoholism and Substance Abuse on January 22nd at 6:30 pm at the Salamanca HS auditorium,  addressing the strategic prevention framework for community mobilization.  Public is invited to attend!
· Kimberly Andrews, graduate intern for the County Health Dept last summer and an integral part of ACHIEVE in Salamanca, had planned on attending our CHART mtg, however, due to weather could not; she did, however, stop by for a visit w/Deb later and looks forward to graduating this Spring with her Master’s degree. She regularly checks updates on the ACHIEVE web site.
