· Welcome & Introductions – Deb Nichols welcomed all the attendees and started round the table introductions. She gave special welcome to staff of the Olean – Bradford YMCA. 

· Updates / Action Items

· YMCA Updates – Ann Marie Wright introduced Aaron Donahue, Jake Steger, Nancy Vreeland, Norm Moore, and Steve Jackson of Olean Bradford YMCA. 

· Wellness Center – Deb Nichols shared with attendees the newspaper article titled “Where to Workout?” in the Salamanca Press. Aaron Donahue discussed with attendees that Ink Urho-Young is working on the wellness center from the YMCA. Mr. Donahue states that Ink has spoken with a track coach and a teacher to see about expanding hours. Mary Elizabeth Koch states that the school received a 21rst Century Grant and she will use that to also help expand the Wellness Center hours. 

· Merchant’s Group – Deb Nichols welcomed Jennifer Widger of the Downtown Salamanca Merchants Group. Jennifer Widger states she would like to merge our clean up day with the downtown clean up day, and that this is important too because it helps the street merchants. Deb Nichols suggested that a day in April is chosen because the DPW will be helping as well. 

· SalCares – Sharon Turano suggested the idea of First Night be done sometime in the future. (www.firstnight.com). She states that the SalCares group could not do it without help from a larger group. Sharon states she also has a volunteer group willing to make hotdogs and hamburgers at the Pennsy Trail Reclamation day. She also suggested having a DJ at the event. 

· Logo Contest – Mary Elizabeth Koch presented the best logos that were handed in from the Salamanca school district.

· Youth Tobacco Possession / YLAP – Sandy Brundage reports that only a few people needed to be reminded about YLAP at the Skating Rink. She states that it’s almost a non-issue and most people are respectful. 
· Spring Activities: Pennsy Trail Reclamation - Members discussed that police will be present for the May 9th activity date, and that A/C power will be available. Deb Nichols presented the idea of possibly getting “green” t-shirts for volunteers who help clean up the Pennsy Trail. Deb also would like a map set up at a table so that people or groups can “adopt” portions of the trail for maintenance. Sharon, Amy, and Ann Marie are going to develop a letter for sponsors explaining what is needed and that benches, lights, etc can be adopted. The letter will be emailed to CHART members for review before it is sent out.  Mr. Lapey states there is a man in Kill Buck who does engravings, and another man who can make benches out of concrete. He will get the contact information to see if CHART can save money going that route. 
· -Fun Walk/Run May 9th – Ann Marie Wright introduced Norm Moore, the YMCA volunteer of the year, who represents the Twin Tier Striders Club. Norm Moore had questions regarding t-shirts for the event, sign-ups, and safety. He states that if there are going to be t-shirts sponsors would need to be set up now, and that if this is going to be a traditional marathon there needs to be a sign up table with a decision made if it’s a pay or free event. Mr. Moore also questioned the safety of the trail because it does not lend itself to runners. He suggested having everyone start at the same place and then having walkers take the trail and runners have the streets. Norm Moore also discussed that insurance needs to be straightened out with the city in case of an accident. Chris Bailey offered to discuss the issue with the mayor. Sharon Turano cautioned that if Broad Street is going to be used that it needs to be approved through the state as well. 
· -Fitness Stations – Steve Jackson reports that they’ve been looking at different stations and would like a sub committee formed to make sure the stations correlate with what the other groups are completing. Ann Marie Wright states she would like to organize a walk of the trail to go over where exactly the stations and etc can be set up. 
· Fall Activities: Falling Leaves Festival -Ann Marie Wright states that she spoke with the Chamber of Commerce and that they are excited about having a marathon during the festival.
