I. Updates

Traci Hopkins states we were told that Dave Hoffman is no longer with the Health Department.  She gave an overview of what P2 is and stated that the quarterly meeting is coming up. Traci is hoping that eventually P2 will help more in the Southern Tier. 
Ink Urho-Young stated that the YMCA Mission Meltdown has started and they have 200 people joining them this year. 

Members discussed the available grants that General Mills and the Healthy Heart Program have available now. 

Deb Nichols stated the Achieve surplus was not awarded to the Salamanca Achieve grant due to being so far ahead. 

II. Community Health Assessment 

Deb Nichols and Melissa Lyons gave an update of the current Community Health Assessment process. Chautauqua County held their CHA Forum on January 21, 2009 and Cattaraugus and Allegany County will hold theirs jointly on February 4, 2009. Melissa Lyon explained that the CHA process includes polling the community, compiling data, and then picking 2 or 3 health priorities to focus on. The hospitals have to collaborate with the county health departments for the first time this year to do their Community Service Plans. Deb Nichols added that the goal is to have a regional CHA of Western New York to pull out the gaps in health care in western New York. The CHA and CSP are due September 15, 2009.
III. Making A Difference Conference

Kate O’Stricker gave out a possible evaluation of the MAD conference manual. She states she would like to find out if the manual is effective, who is using the manual, and what changes have been made at the schools. Persons present discussed the option of giving out incentives for whoever completes the survey, and if it would be easier or cheaper to do the survey online. Mistine Keis is to research “survey monkey” or “zoomerang” to see if the online survey is possible. 
IV. Diabetes

Traci Hopkins stated the diabetes contract started October 1. They may be doing programs with WIC, for example gestational diabetes, and other walking programs. However, they will not do anything until they have a contract. 
V. Asthma
Jaime Snyder states the 2008 Asthma contract finally came in January, and that they would like to get the 2009 Contract out as fast as possible, but the state has not finalized it yet. However, the 2009 work plan has been approved. This year the Asthma Coalition will start its school based program in Salamanca City schools and Wyoming School District.  Jaime Snyder states that the Community Health Foundation would like the Asthma Coalition to take over a program in the City of Buffalo. Nothing is finalized yet and Kristina Young would like to speak to a few more people, possibly P2. 
VI. Tobacco 

Kate O’Striker states that they will be focusing on YLAP, and Multi-Unit Dwellings this year. The idea has been presented to Olean Common Council and nothing has changed. Ink Urho-Young offered her after school program at the YMCA to help with a letter writing campaign. Kate offered to put information together for them.  In regards to the Multi-Unit Dwellings, Kate states that she would like to do radio & newspaper ads to see if a few will sign the policy before they approach them directly. 
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
